A Message from Father 
Dear Friends, May the power of Godõs, life-giving 

love fill your hearts today! 
We have built our Lenten theme around todayõs Gospel.  

which is Luke, Chapter 13 verses 6 - 9.  Jesus told them 

this parable:  òThere once was a person who had a fig 

tree planted in his orchard and when he came in search 

of fruit on it, he found none and he said to the gardener, 

òFor three years now I have come in search of fruit on this fig tree, but 

have found none, so cut it down.  Why should it exhaust the soil?ó  The 

gardener said to him in reply; òSir, leave it for this year also and I shall 

cultivate the ground around it and fertilize it,  it may bear fruit in the 

future.  If not, you can cut it down.ó   

I have printed this story for you so that you can read and then re-read the 

parable.  We have to be familiar with the text in order to grasp the 

deeper meaning intended by the author.  Now place yourself in the story.  

You can be the owner of the orchard who is examining the productivity 

levels of trees planted in your orchard.  You can be a fig tree that for 

whatever reason has not produced the necessary fruit, not just for one 

year, but for three years.  You hear the owner of the orchard question the 

necessity of your very existence.  òWhy should it exhaust the soil?ó or 

òCut it downó.  Or you could be the gardener who recognizes a certain 

potential and is willing to work with you to produce fruit in the future. 

Jesusõ parables have to be understood in light of His mission.  He is the 

Son of God sent by the Father to be Savior of the world.  The Old 

Testament is filled with death and destruction stories.  Images of God 

who òRegrets that He made man on the earthó.  Gen 6:6 

Whether itõs the story of Sodom and Gomorrah, Noah and the great 

flood, and the numerous infidelities of the people of Israel, the biblical 

authors portray God as the òCut your losses and move onó kind of God. 

The New Testament images of God that Jesus reveals to His disciples in 

this parable and the stories that will be presented on the Fourth and 

Fifth Sundayõs of Lent reveals a God of promise and hope.  A God who 

will give us more time to produce the fruit that is the sign of a faithful 

disciple.   

 I think one of the most difficult parts of any relationship is living up to 

expectations.  My niece was going out with a young man who at first 

glance possessed qualities and characteristics that she was drawn to.  

After a few weeks of dating she felt differently about the young man.  

When she confronted him about her expectations he voiced the usual 

response òI can changeó.  For whatever reason my niece didnõt believe 

that he was capable of changing.  She cut off the relationship.  The 

question that is often raised is how much time is needed to produce the 

necessary results. 

Another twist to this parable is the role of the gardener.  I feel blessed to 

have people in my life who cultivate and work the soil of my mind, heart, 

and soul.  People who are patient with me and help me to grow in my 

love of God and my love for others.  Jesus is portrayed as the Master 

gardener who works to remove the obstacles that prevent us from fully 

living the life of the dedicated disciple.  

The bottom line of the parable is that God will be patient.  Jesus will work 

the soil so that we can be the people that God is calling us to be, but if 

we donõt produce the necessary fruit, we will be cut down.

DEAD SEA SCROLLS AND THE BIBLE FIELD TRIP  
 

Tour the Dead Sea Scrolls at the Milwaukee Public Museum on Saturday, April 24, 
2010.  This field trip is for sixth, seventh and eighth grade students enrolled in                     
St. Thomas Aquinas Elementary Religious Education.  Students and chaperones will 
meet at 9:00 a.m. in the St. Thomas Aquinas Church parking lot.  Everyone will go by 
bus to the Milwaukee Public Museum and return to the St. Thomas Aquinas Church 
parking lot by 3:00 p.m. that afternoon. 

 

ñDead Sea Scrolls and the Bible:  Ancient Artifacts, Timeless Treasuresò is the largest tempo-
rary exhibit ever produced by the museum, with more than 200 artifacts.  The authentic Dead Sea 
Scroll fragments contain parts of the earliest known texts of the Old Testament.  The exhibition ex-
plores the archaeological history of the Holy Land during the period the Scrolls were written, from the 
third century BCE through the first century CE.  For more information about the exhibit, go to 
www.mpm.edu.
