A Message from Father 
Dear Friends, 

May Godõs healing, life-giving love fill your hearts today! 
  I am reading a book entitled òGileadó written by Marilynne Robinson.  

The book won a Pulitzer Prize.  The text is a series of reflections by a minister 

to his son.  One line jumped out at me and I have been wrestling with it ever 

since I first came across it.  The ministers grandfather had come to Kansas to 

make himself òuseful to the cause of abolition: to be useful was the best thing 

the old men ever hoped for themselves, and to be aimless was their worst 

fear.ó   

  To be useful to a cause versus to be aimless.  We all need a sense of direction.  A few 

years ago everyone talked about a òPurpose driven life.ó  The Gospel stories emphasize the 

responsibilities and obligations of discipleship.  Jesus is clearly identified as òThe way, the truth, 

and the life.ó  Jesus is the Good Shepherd who guides and directs His flock.  The final judgment 

scene ask the questions, when did we see you hungry, thirsty, naked, or imprisoned and not help 

you?  They are then reminded when you failed to help the least among you, you fail to respond to 

the Gospel.  To be useful or to be aimless?   

  My image of alcoholics or drug addicts is someone who has no clue as to where they are 

or where they hope to be.  They live in the cloud of unknown or the alcohol or drug induced haze.  

Depression can often lead someone into a similar state of mind, where nothing satisfies or 

makes sense.  Our present economic situation can easily lead into despair and depression 

because more doors seem to be closed than open and economic realities bring fear and anxiety 

with each passing day.  Let us pray for and with those member of our parish family who are 

currently wondering aimlessly.  Let us draw upon the grace and power of the Holy Spirit for 

guidance and direction. 

  Wow!  School ends this week.  Alleluia!  Alleluia!  I hope that our children will have a safe 

and restful summer.  As school comes to a close, St. Thomas Country Fair comes alive.  I hope 

that you will step up to the plate and help when you can.  The Country Fair is the most important 

fundraiser for St. Thomas Parish.  It provides enough income to qualify as our 13th month of 

revenue.   

  Remember last year was the beginning of the great flood.  We had rain and severe storms 

each day of the festival.
